1.0 Call to Order – The new Chair of ASC C63 TM, Don Heirman called the meeting to order at 
09:05h and requested the Secretary to conduct a roll call. This was done, and the results are incorporated here in the Roster – [See Attachment 001]
[NOTE: For the file names of the Attachments, see the List of Attachments at the end of these Minutes.]
1.1 Announcements – First Don expressed his thanks to the IEEE for hosting this meeting, with its 
excellent meeting facilities. He then described logistic information, e.g., luncheon time, etc.
2.0
Agenda – The Chair noted that approval of the Agenda implied approval of the Consent Agenda and hence the Minutes of the last meeting. He then noted that Item 7.9 would include approval of a PINS for C63.17. He also stated that the C63 budget for 2006 would be addressed in connection with Item 4.6 below.

It was moved and seconded that the Agenda as presented be approved – [ See Attachment 002]

3.0 Membership Issues – Dan Hoolihan, Chair of the Membership Committee, reported that there 
were no changes in Membership since the last meeting. One Organization, The Telecommunication Certification Body (TCB) has expressed much interest in C63, but has not yet submitted a formal Application for Membership.
Stephen Berger asked if we had available information concerning C63 for anyone interested in joining C63. Dan replied that the US EMC Standards Corporation has a marketing package. The Chair then assigned:

ACTION ITEM 06-03/001 – Dan Hoolihan and Herb Mertel shall work together and assemble an appropriate C63 membership-information package.
4.0 “State of the Committee” review – The Chair explained that he had prepared a slide presentation 
concerning the operation of the Committee, to aid the new members and to refresh some of the long-time members. However, he specifically noted that Items 4.2,  4.4a, and a portion of 4.6 below required formal C63 Committee approval. (Copies of the slides presented which did not involve approval by the Committee will be linked to the Agenda when these Minutes are posted to the C63 TM web site.) The Chair then began the slide presentation, which dealt with:
4.1 Scope of C63



4.2 Voting Membership – It was pointed out that there were two omissions in the List as first 
presented; Don made the additions. [See Attachment 003]. Dan Hoolihan then moved that the Revised List be approved, and the motion was seconded. Before the vote was taken, Werner Schaefer asked for clarification of the term “Individual Member.” The Chair ruled that that request would be referred to the Steering Committee. The vote then was taken.
[Motion passed, unanimously]
4.3 Steering Committee membership and report
4.4 C63 Processing items

4.4a
Approval of C63/ANSI procedures – The Secretary presented the Draft 
Procedures, explaining that there were three different areas; the majority of the document – in black font – comprised the present C63 Operating Procedures, based on the Procedures formally approved by ANSI on 08 March 2002, plus a number of minor changes plus several additions as required by ANSI in 2004 in order for C63 to be compliant with then-new ANSI procedures “Essential Requirements”. Then, shown in green font, were two specific additions mandated by ANSI during the 2004 C63 Special Audit. Finally, shown in red and/or blue font were changes suggested by the C63 Steering Committee. At this point the Chair entertained a motion for approval to allow discussion. It was moved and seconded that the Procedures as approved by the Steering Committee be approved.

The Secretary then led the Committee through the document, specifically stopping at those portions that were up for ballot by C63, i.e. portions in red or blue font. He briefly described the reasons for proposing those changes/additions, and there was some discussion on the text of Clause 4.1 and of Sub-clauses  6.X. However, there were no proposals to change the text of any of that material. On the other hand, review of Clause 8.1.3 led to very considerable discussion. The text as originally proposed by the Secretary is shown in red font below, and changes thereto approved by the Steering Committee the previous night are shown in blue font:

8.1.3  Voting Period

The voting period for e-mail letter ballots shall be three weeks. established by the Chair of the consensus body depending upon the length and complexity of the document being balloted, but in no case shall be less than two weeks. A paper ballot voting period shall be end six weeks from the date of issue or as soon as all ballots are returned, whichever comes earlier.  In all cases, A  an extension may be granted at the chair’s option, when warranted.

A follow-up letter requesting immediate return of the ballot shall be sent, as appropriate, to members and alternate members whose votes have not been received within ten working days before the ballot closes.  For email ballots, the follow-up letter shall be sent within 5 working days.

After some discussion, it was moved and seconded to amend the original motion (to approve the Procedures as presented by the Steering Committee) so that the text of Clause 8.1.3 as originally proposed, i.e., the red-font version, be reinstated. After more discussion, the vote was taken, and that motion failed [5, 11, 0]. Then, attention focused on the duration of the voting period – shorten or lengthen – and it was moved and seconded to amend the original motion as follows: First sentence of Clause 8.1.3 shall read:  “The voting period for e-mail ballots shall be four three weeks.” The vote was taken, and that motion also failed [8, 10, 0]. As a compromise, it was moved and seconded that the third sentence of Clause 8.1.3 shall read: “In all cases, an extension or shortening of the ballot period may be granted at the chair’s option, when warranted.” That motion passed unanimously.
There was no further discussion on Clause 8.1.3, and the Secretary briefly continued leading the Committee though the document. There were no additional proposals for change, and the Chair entertained a motion for approval of the Procedures as modified by the action above. [See Attachment 004]  After that motion was made and seconded, the Secretary conducted a roll-call vote: The following voted Affirmative:  ATIS, ACIL, ARRL, Dell, FCC, FDA, H-P, ITI, IEEE, Lucent, NIST, SAE, Sony-Ericsson, TIA, TUV-America, UL, Hofmann, Lichtig, Showers; Negative: None; Abstain: Cisco Systems.
[Motion Passed]
After a short break, the Chair returned to the remaining items of his review.

4.4b   Time Sensitive requirements – Warren Kesselman led the discussion on this item, 
which had been developed by Werner Schaefer and himself. Werner suggested adding a column for references to the ANSI Essential Requirements, and Warren agreed to do so. Don continued with

5.0  C63 Trademark registration – The Chair reported that C63 Trademark Registration had been applied for in November 2005, and normally takes nine months to be granted. In the meantime we shall use C63 TM whenever appropriate.

6.3 Fourth Anniversary Standards

The Secretary first noted that Item 6.3 appears on this Agenda – and shall appear on all future Agendas - as a consequence of the ANSI Audit. The auditors pointed out that an ANSI Accredited Standards Committee is required to take action to revise, withdraw, or reaffirm each of its published standards by the fifth anniversary of its approval by ANSI, and since the appropriate action takes time, each standard should be reviewed by its fourth Anniversary. The Secretary then presented a document [See Attachment 008].  which displays all of the pertinent dates for each of the current C63 published standards. No actions are required at this time, since C63.19 is the only standard approaching its fifth anniversary, and C63 is currently processing a Revision.
The meeting was recessed for luncheon from 11:45h until 12:30h

7.0 C63 Draft Standards – Status Reports – The Secretary displayed the current Status Report of 
C63 standards projects (See Link to Agenda when posted to C63 web site), but noted that in the future, this information would be incorporated in the more comprehensive spreadsheet described by John Lichtig in Item 4.8 above.
7.1 C63.2 - EM Noise & Field Str. Instrumentation – Dennis Camell, acting for Mike 
Windler as Chair of C63/SC1, stated that they planned to prepare a PINS for a Revision of C63.2. The Chair assigned:
ACTION ITEM 06-03/002  – Dennis Camell and Mike Windler shall prepare a PINS for the Revision of C63.2.

ACTION ITEM 06-03/003  – The Secretary shall conduct a two-week ballot of the PINS for a Revision of C63.2 when received.
7.2
C63.4 – Revisions – Stephen Berger reported that this project has been dormant for a while, due to press of other items. However, they expect to have a draft in IEEE Format available to SC1 in about 2 ½ months
7.3 C63.5 – Antenna Calibration – Don Heirman reported that the Minor Revision resulting 
from the Interpretation Request has successfully passed both the C63 ballot and ANSI Public Review without any substantive comments, was then approved by ANSI, and is now in process of publication by IEEE-SA Staff.. Don further reported that he had read that a Japanese publication had reported that there are errors in the C63.5 Standard, but that C63/SC1 can comment on that report, and assigned:
ACTION ITEM 06-03/004 – Dennis Camell shall provide the C63 Chair by 30 April 2006 a letter answering the Japanese claim of  errors in Standard C63.5.
7.4 C63.7 – OATS, Construction of – The Secretary reported that this Standard also is in 
process of publication by IEEE-SA Staff.
7.5 C63.9 – Immunity of Office Equipment – Ed Hare, as Chair of SC5. reported on the 
status of this project. First he presented a copy of a revised PINS for the project [See Attachment 009] and moved that it be approved. The motion was seconded, and considerable discussion followed, e.g. Steven Whitesell noted that TIA has a related Standard on telephone interference. The Chair called for the vote:

[Motion passed, one Abstention – ITI]


Relative to the Draft which SC5 was to provide to C63 asking if it was mature enough for committee ballot, Ed accepted:

ACTION ITEM 06-03/005 – Ed Hare shall supply to C63 by 15 October 2006, a Draft of C63.9 asking C63 if the Draft is sufficiently mature for a Committee ballot.
7.6 C63.12 – EMC Limit setting – This Item had been assigned to the Steering Committee, 
and the Chairs of SC5 and SC8 each had been requested to provide their rationale for setting limits in their standards. Dan Hoolihan, as Chair of SC8 recalled that when present Project 63.19 was first started, C63.19 was to cover ratings, and a separate project, designated C63.20, was to cover test limits. Subsequently, C63.20 was dropped and its work was merged into C63.19. Ed Hare stated that SC5 had no rationale. The Chair then asked what the future should be for C63.12. Jeff Silberberg noted that in other fields, that question might be addressed by undertaking a market survey. However, no further action was taken.

7.7 C63.14—Definitions – The Chair of SC 2, Dave Southworth, was not present and had not 
submitted a report. The Chair assigned:
ACTION ITEM 06-03/006 -  The Secretary shall request from Dave Southworth a status report on Project C63.14 and a membership list for SC2.
7.8 C63.15 – Immunity Meas. & Instrumentation – The Secretary reported that Draft 8 of this 
Project was presently under ballot by ASC C63, with a closing date of 22 March. In answer to a question by Ed Hare, the Chair stated that this project would be turned over to SC5 after the present C63.15 Standard was published.
7.9 C63.16 – ESD Test Methodologies – It was moved and seconded that Jeff Silberberg 
provide a Draft for C63 ballot by 30 May. Then there was a motion, with a second, to amend the original motion to provide the Draft by 1 July:
[Motion passed, but with two Negatives – Hoolihan and Showers.]
There was no discussion, and a vote was taken on the main motion as amended.

[Motion passed, with one negative – Hoolihan] 
Accordingly:

ACTION ITEM 06-03/007 – Jeff Silberberg shall provide to the Secretary by 1 July 2006 a Draft of C63.16 for ballot by C63.

7.10 C63.17 – Unlicensed Personal Communication Services Devices - The Secretary reported 

that when he submitted documentation for initiating Public Review of C63.17 to ANSI, it was not accepted because ANSI had no PINS on file for this Project. In checking, the Secretary agreed that C63 had not processed a PINS for C63.17. Accordingly, Stephen Berger presented a PINS  [See Attachment 010].  It was moved and seconded that this PINS be approved.

[Motion passed – unanimous]

7.11 C63.18 - In situ Immunity Testing for Medical Devices – Jeff Silberberg reported that 
progress on thus project continues at a slow rate because of a lack of information on suitable field-strength meters, and requested some assistance. Stephen Berger and Ken Hall each agreed to help.
7.12 C63.19 – EMC Hearing Aids, etc. – The Secretary reported that C63.19 Draft 3.10 had 
successfully passed the ASC C63 ballot, with four negative votes that subsequently were reversed during ballot resolution. That process resulted in Draft 3.12, which is presently out for ANSI Public Review, with a closing date of 27 March. Stephen Berger then reported that SC8 yesterday had agreed to develop an Amendment to C63.19. Dan Hoolihan moved that the amendment as developed by SC8 be circulated for approval by C63.
[Motion passed, with one Abstention – FCC] 
At this point, Rashmi Doshi, FCC Laboratory Chief, thanked C63/SC8 and the C63.19 Working Group for all of their hard work in progressing this project.
7.13 C63.22 – Guide for Automated EMI Meas. – Werner Schaefer reported that his Working 
Group could use some additional members to progress work on this project. Mike Violette suggested his Laboratory, ACIL, might be able to assist, and assumed:
ACTION ITEM 06-03/008 – Mike Violette shall contact Werner Schaefer by the end of May 2006 with appropriate resources for the C63.22 Project.
7.14 C63.23 – Measurement Uncertainty – Dennis Camell reported that there is significant 
work going on for this project, and they plan to provide a Draft – a Recommended Practice, not a Standard – to C63/SC1 by the end of May 2006.
At this point, Ed Hare made a request, and the Secretary assumed:

ACTION ITEM 06-03/009 – The Secretary shall add an additional Item, C63.24, to the Agenda for the next meeting.

Ed also reported that SC5 has formed a new WG, chaired by J. Morrisey, to deal with this project

7.15 Editing Committee report – In the absence of Mike Windler, the Chair assigned:

ACTION ITEM 06-03/010 – The Secretary shall contact Mike Windler and request a Report of the Editing Committee. 
At this point, Dr. Showers asked if we had a process for the subcommittees to send documents to the Editing Committee. The Chair assumed:
ACTION ITEM 06-03/011 –The Chair shall work with the Secretary to develop a process for sending documents to the Editing Committee.
8.0  New or proposed Projects

8.1 Transmitter measurements – Art Wall, Representative of a Prospective new member 

(TCB) of ASC C63 TM proposed a new project for C63: There are a number of procedures for testing unlicensed wireless devices, but they are in different places. He would like to incorporate as many as possible of those procedures covering FCC Part 15 devices into a single Standard. The Chair then entertained discussion. It was suggested to start with mature methods and incorporate the simplest cases, e.g., appropriate portions of C63.4. Art then displayed a proposed PINS for this project [See Attachment 011]. It was moved and seconded that C63 approve that PINS.
[Motion passed, unanimous]
The Chair then established a Working Group (WG) of C63, under the direction of the Chair of C63/SC1, to work with Art Wall to develop a list of items to be included in the Project that shall be reported to C63 by 15 April 2006. The WG shall also include two members of C63/SC1, as designated by its Chair. At that point, the following individuals present also requested to be named members of that WG, and Don Heirman agreed:  Stephen Berger, Bob Delisi, Ed Hare, Werner Schaefer, Dr. Ralph Showers, Mike Violette, Steven Whitesell.

Broadband measurements – Dr. Showers reported that this Item has been on our Agendas for about six years, and he continues to have an interest in broadband measurements, which is why he joined the WG formed in Agenda Item 8.1. However, he regrets that he has been able to do very little work on the subject.

Breaking up C63.4 - Dan Hoolihan stated that he had introduced this Item for information only – no action. He briefly described a document five years old which proposed breaking Standard C63.4 into four parts, including Chapters and Annexes.

Membership List [See Attachment 019], and moved for its approval by C63.

11.7 SC8  Medical Equipment Testing – Dan Hoolihan presented the SC8 Membership List 
[See Attachment 020], and moved for its approval by C63, noting that there was no change in their Scope.

12.2 Newsletter – Comments and Proposals – Warren Kesselman, Newsletter Editor, reminded 
the Committee that the Steering Committee had authorized publication of two Newsletters, to be sent 45 days after each of the two C63 Plenary meetings. There was brief discussion concerning the Newsletter circulation. The Chair assigned:
ACTION ITEM 06-03/012 – All C63 Members should consider circulating the C63 Newsletter within their own Organization.
12.3 Dates/Venue of next meeting – Ed Hare reported that the next meeting of C63 would be 
held at ARRL Headquarters in Connecticut on 24-26 October 2006. Logistic information would be made available in the near future, but in the meantime, he noted that the appropriate airport for flights to the meeting was Bradley Field, Hartford Conn.
The Chair asked if there was any Other Business. Herb Mertel asked those present how they felt about an increase in the annual fee for Organizational Members of $500 for next year; there appeared to be no problems with that possibility.
13.0 Adjournment – Don thanked all for attending this meeting, and the Meeting 

was adjourned at 16:40h.
