TC77 meets every 18 months and will not be meeting in Stockholm.

ISO TC22/SC3/WG3 (Road Vehicles Electrical Systems – EMC) will be meeting in Stockholm in September 2006.
6. Develop process to achieve unified US position on issues related to multiple TCs/SCs

There was no conclusion reached on how to do this.  However, it is clear that there needs to be closer cooperation between the US CISPR TAGs and C63 as both have projects they are dealing with and coming up with different requirements or positions is not desirable.

Dr Showers reported that 61000-4-2 (ESD) is not in good shape.  The C63 ESD document (C63.16) is presumably in better shape and moving closer to approval.  SC77B will have a new chairman from Spain.
