1. IEEE patent policy slides were presented.
2. The agenda and minutes from the last meeting were approved.
3. Motion: to recommend Masud Attayi (RIM) to main committee for SC5 membership approved.
4. Motion: to recommend Ed Hare as SC5 Chair for another 3 yrs approved.
5. Joe Morrissey agreed to continue as SC5 Secretary.

6. Steve Berger (WG1 Chair) gave a brief presentation on the status of  C63.9 (Office Equipment Immunity).  The document has been initially balloted (8 affirmative, 7 negative, and 7 abstain) and comments were addressed. A revised draft addressing all comments was sent to the C63® Secretary on Oct 17 to initiate a new ballot. Significant changes made were harmonization with IEC 61000-4-3 on test setup calibration for testing, as well as several editorial changes.
7. Joe Morrissey reported on C63.24 (ad hoc testing of non medical devices). The plan is to first work through all issues with  C63.18 (ad hoc testing of medical devices, being developed under SC8) and then use this as a template for C63.24, to be developed under SC5, . The current status of C63.18 will require a 30 day electronic review within SC8 to address various issues identified within the SC8 meeting. It will then be sent to the parent committee, where the normal balloting process will be followed. Upon completion of C63.18, C63.24 should proceed rapidly.

8. Mike Windler discussed C63.15 (immunity). This standard is not yet under the oversight of SC5, but the plan first to publish it and then move it SC5 for maintenance. The C63.15 standard (draft 9) was successfully balloted on December 6, 2006 (14 affirmative 1 negative, 1 abstain) and a circulation of comments and changes is planned. If no negative responses are received regarding the changes are made, there will be no need for a recirculation ballot.

9. The SC5 Chair (Ed Hare) requested assistance from all SC5 members regarding the 2008 budget estimation ($60/hr for IEEE work). The consensus of the subcommittee was that C63.9 will be in IEEE editing in the first quarter of 2008 at an estimated cost of $1800 and that C63.24 will be in editing in the fourth quarter of 2008 at an estimated cost of $1800. 
10. Responsibility for maintaining the C63.16 standard (Electrostatic Discharge) has been moved to SC5.  As it will soon expire, a decision must soon be made to extend, revise, or allow the document to expire. Issues include whether the C63.16 standard overlaps with (and/or can reference) IEC 61000-4-3. The consensus of SC5 was that If the standard contains unique information, it should be maintained. Technical improvements (technology updates, errors, etc) may be needed.  Bill Rhoades had previously indicated a willingness to chair a Working Group   Ed Hare agreed to contact Bill  Rhoades and ask him whether he is willing to continue to work on the standard. A draft PINS to address this issue is to be prepared by Ed Hare.
11. SC5 discussed the status of the C63® SC5 web page. Ed Hare announced that Steve Whitesell had agreed to serve as the SC5 point of contact with the webmaster.  Ed Hare took on action items to update the membership roster, to compile text provided by each Working Group chairman describing each standard and to provide all available old minutes to the webmaster.

12. A new working group (WG3) was created by Ed Hare to report regularly to SC5 on international standards developments that could have an impact SC5 work. This WG will also facilitate liaison with SC3 (international standards).  John Lichtig, Victor Kuczynsky, Poul Andersen and Ralph Showers agreed to serve.  A chairman of WG3 will be appointed at a future time

13. NEXT MEETING to be held at the spring meeting of C63 Piscataway, NJ.  Date and time are to be determined by the C63® parent committee
