1.0 Call to Order - In the absence of Dr. Showers, who had a personal conflict, the meeting was

called to order by the Vice Chair, Don Heirman, at 09:00h. The Vice Chair thanked ETS-Lindgren for hosting this meeting. At the luncheon break Bryan Sayler, Vice President and General Manager of the ETS-Lindgren operations in Cedar Park, welcomed C63, and emphasized that his Company was very much interested in working with standards groups. Don Heirman responded and again expressed his thanks and appreciation for the excellent meeting facilities.


1.1
Introductions – The Vice Chair then asked for a round of self-introductions, and the Secretary circulated an attendance sheet. [For a list of Attendees, [See Attachment 1]
NOTE: For the location of the Attachments, see the List of Attachments at the end of these Minutes.

1.2 Announcements – There were a few housekeeping items, plus an offer of a short tour of

the ETS-Lindgren facilities during the noon lunch break.

[NOTE of the Secretary – For various reasons,, some of the following agenda items were not covered in sequence, but for convenience, they are reported here in the location specified in the agenda..

1.3
Dates of future meetings – The Vice Chair announced that the next series of meetings would be held at the IEEE Operations Center at Piscataway, NJ on 26 – 28 April 2005 and that the C63 Steering Committee had finalized a schedule for the various sub-group meetings. [See Attachment 2] Don also emphasized that in order to avoid confusion in the future, the C63 Secretary now was responsible for C63 meeting schedules and would send finalized versions to the web master, Bob Hofmann.

2.0 Agenda

2.1 Approval of Agenda  - The FDA Representative requested that the Minutes be removed

from the Consent Agenda  Accordingly, the Vice Chair assigned item 2.3.1 With that change, it was moved 

and seconded that the Agenda as revised be approved.

[Motion passed]

2.2 Consent Agenda

2.2.1
Approval of Minutes of 29 April 2004.

2.3 Balance of Agenda

2.3.1 Approval of Minutes of 29 April 2004. – It was noted that in Item 8.4, line 1, 

“SC6” should read “SC5”. It then was moved and seconded that the Minutes of 29 April 2004 as revised be approved.

[Motion passed]

3.0 Membership Issues – Dan Hoolihan, Chair of the Membership Committee, reported that there
had been no formal applications for C63 membership since the last meeting and that there were no changes in the membership.
3.1
Formation of an Interpretations Subgroup of C63 – The Vice Chair displayed that portion of the revised C63 Procedures required for ANSI accreditation that dealt with Interpretations. [See Attachment 3] He noted that C63 required an Interpretations sub-group when we had a request for an interpretation, as we did now. There was considerable discussion about the procedure, per se, and several questions about the process. It was then moved and seconded that a C63 interpretations subgroup be formed. 
[Motion passed]

The Vice Chair then requested (a small number of) volunteers for this sub-group, Bob Hofmann, Stephen Berger and Michael Foegelle responded, and Don appointed Bob Hofmann as Chair of the subgroup. 

ACTION ITEM 04-10/01 – Bob Hofmann, by 1 December 2004, shall send to the C63 Officers the procedure he plans to use for handling interpretations.

Next, Don described briefly the two interpretations recently received, both for C63.4. One dealt with the references to two different editions of C63.5, and the other with a difference between data in text vs in a figure.

ACTION ITEM 04-10/02 – Bob Hofmann, by 1 December 2004, shall provide to the C63 Officers the first response on the two requests for interpretations.

In closing this item, Don observed that our C63 Standards as published do not provide adequate information for a reader to easily make an interpretation and assigned:

ACTION ITEM 04-10/03 – The Secretary shall investigate how more information for requesting an interpretation can be provided in C63 Publications.

Don also suggested that “we” should inform ANSI about editorial changes that need to be made to the procedure.

ACTION ITEM 04-10/04 – Members of C63 that have concerns about the wording of the Interpretations section of the new ANSI Procedures should communicate these concerns to the C63 Secretary by

1 December 2004.
ACTION ITEM 04-10/05 – The Secretary shall send to ANSI the concerns resulting from Action Item 04-10/04

4.0 C63 Trademark Issue - The Vice Chair reviewed the background of this issue (See Minute 4.0 of 
the April 2003 Meeting) and noted that there had been no further progress, although the C63 Steering Committee is still seeking a solution.
5.0 C63 Standards – Status Reports

The Vice Chair displayed an Excel spread sheet which he, with the help of the Secretary, had developed to show the progress of the C63 projects from PINS approval to final publication, [See Attachment 4] and briefly explained the meaning of each column. He then asked for comments – columns to add or delete. Suggestions included: add columns for date of current standard and date for next revision, etc. There was discussion about the disposition of the spread sheet – should it be placed on a web site? No decisions were reached, and Don requested that suggestions be sent to the Secretary. There also was a suggestion that the spread sheet be expanded to a form of data base management. Don requested anyone with that type of experience and interest to contact the Secretary.

ACTION ITEM 04-10/06 – Members of C63 that have suggestions for revising the Status Report should communicate these suggestions to the C63 Secretary by 15 December 2004.

5.1 C63.2 –EM Noise and Field Strength Instrumentation – The Secretary reported that this

ballot had closed on 22 June, the ballot resolution had just been assigned by the Vice Chair to Messrs Windler and Mertel, and they had completed their assignment last evening. A recirculation ballot will be issued shortly.

ACTION ITEM 04-10/07– The Secretary shall issue a recirculation ballot for C63.2 as soon as practicable.

5.2 C63.4 – Revisions – Stephen Berger reported that his Working Group had focused on two 

items – OATS and GTEM, both for frequencies above 1 GHz – and that they expected a lot of activity in the next few months, with a Draft for SC1 planned by April 2005. He further stated that the next edition of C63.4 now is planned for 2006. Don Hierman observed that this schedule is consistent with that of the international arena, which has adopted a period of not less than three years between revisions.

5.3 C63.5 – Antenna Calibration – Don Heirman reported that although the final version of 

this document has been at the IEEE Standards publications group for several months, he learned recently that their publication practice has changed. Priorities are assigned, and there is a nominal period of six months for publication, etc. To speed that up and have C63.5 published in 2004, C63 may have to pay a surcharge, but at present he doesn’t know the cost. A conference call among members of the IEEE Staff and the C63 Steering Committee to resolve some of these questions is planned for the next two weeks.

5.4 C63.7 – OATS, Construction of – The Secretary reported that a pdf version of this 

document recently became available from IEEE staff and that he had initiated the ANSI Public Review process. Comment period ends on 21 December 2004.

5.5 C63.8 – Compendium EMC Standards – The Vice Chair reviewed the background on this

Project. Originally there was  merit to providing this compendium, but with current technology, standards can be added or changed overnight and it would be almost impossible to keep a compendium current. There was general discussion, during which others pointed out that services exist – for a fee – for providing this type of information. Finally, it was moved and seconded that C63 discontinue project C63.8.

Motion passed

Don Heirman then noted that it would be useful if the C63 community was aware of EMC standards in its member organizations, and assigned:

ACTION ITEM 04-10/08 – All C63 members by 1 December 2004 are requested to provide to the Secretary information on how to find EMC standards efforts in their organizations.

5.6 C63.12 – EMC Limit setting – The Vice Chair reported that there is considerable action 

internationally on the subject matter of portions of C63.12, in particular the APD (Amplitude Probability Distribution) Function, and he wonders how current is the existing C63.12. Accordingly, Don proposes to keep the project open, and assigns: 

ACTION ITEM 04-10/09 – All C63 members by 31 December 2004 are requested to review C63.12,   identify changes and/or improvements which could be made in the standard, and communicate same to the Vice Chair.

5.7 C63.15 – Immunity Meas. & Instrumentation. – The Secretary reported that the ballot

resolution on this document had been completed but that a decision by the C63 Chair whether or not to issue a recirculation ballot was required. Bob had provided a recommendation to the Chair, who has responded with additional comments; the Vice Chair assigned

ACTION ITEM 04-10/10 – The Secretary shall take the necessary steps to progress C63.15 as quickly as possible.

5.8 C63.16 – ESD Test Methodologies – The Vice Chair reported on a recent conversation 

with Dr. Showers
 about the progress of this document, since there had been opposition to proceeding in C63 when there was related work in IEC TC77. Inasmuch as the status of the related IEC work has been downgraded, Don believes that C63.16 is still useful. 

The Lucent Representative questioned whether having limits in C63.16 was appropriate

In response, Don displayed the scope of Committee C63 [See Attachment 5], which clearly includes limits are within the scope.

5.9 C63.17 – Unlicensed Personal Communications Services Devices. – Stephen Berger 

reported that the FCC has made several rulings recently [Part 15, subpart D] that affect the content of this standard, and Stephen proposes to update the standard to reflect the FCC changes. Accordingly, he is sending an appropriate PINS-C to the Secretary and Vice Chair. In response to a suggestion from the Vice Chair, it was moved and seconded that SC7 be re-activated.

Motion passed.

Stephen then volunteered to act as Chair of SC7, and the Vice Chair assigned:

ACTION ITEM 04-10/11 – Stephen Berger, by 1 January 2005, shall provide to the Secretary a Scope for the re-activated SC7.

ACTION ITEM 04-10/12 – Members of C63 that are interested in participating in the re-activated SC7 shall provide to the Secretary by 1 February 2005 names of individuals who would become members of SC7.

5.10 C63.19 – EMC Hearing Aids, etc. – Stephen Berger noted that C63.19 is currently 

undergoing a second recirculation ballot due to close on 26 November 2004. However, the C63 Secretary has been requested to circulate to the C63.19 Ballot Group a request to submit their ballot sooner, by

12  November, if possible. Stephen reported that his C63.19 Working Group met for two days this week and believes that they may need a third recirculation, which is expected to be “clean”. In this case the Secretary asked if we could process a Public Review simultaneously. No further decisions were made at this time.

5.11
C63.22 – Guide for Automated EMI Measurements – The Secretary reported that this standard also is in the queue at the IEEE Standards publications group and that the remarks made by the Vice Chair about C63.5 are also applicable here; see Item 5.3 above.

5.12 63.23 – Measurement Uncertainty – The Secretary reported that the ballot on this 

standard which closed on 1 May 2004 had failed miserably. Ballot resolution had just been assigned by the Vice Chair to Messrs Bronaugh and Windler. Mike stated that he and Ed had reviewed the ballot comments this morning and expect to provide the ballot resolution and a revised document by 1 January 2005.

ACTION ITEM 04-10/13 – Ed Bronaugh and Mike Windler by 1 January 2005 shall provide to the Secretary the ballot resolution report and a revised Draft of C63.23.
ACTION ITEM 04-10/14 – The Secretary shall conduct a recirculation ballot of  C63.23 no later than two weeks after receipt of the documents cited in Action Item 04-10/13above.

6.0  Old Business 
6.1
Narrow Band – Broadband Issues (Ultra-wide band) - In the absence of Dr. Showers, there was no report.

6.2 Power-Line Carrier – Ed Hare reported that just today, the FCC had issued their 

requirements for BPL, which can be found at he URL:

<hraunfoss.fcc.gov/edocs_public/attachmatch/FCC-04-245A1.pdf>. He summarized the FCC action very briefly, e.g., they have identified thirteen prohibited frequency bands, which are different from the previously forbidden frequencies.
Ed also stated that the IEEE has a Working Group active in this arena. Don Heirman added that the IEEE-SA is facilitating this work and he expects they will shortly develop a white paper as a recommendation. Ed next asked about the status of his ad hoc on BPL, and Don said to keep it hibernating, at least until the IEEE-SA white paper is issued.

7.0  
FCC Related Matters - In the absence of both Bill Hurst and Art Wall, Martin Perrine presented the current FCC Report [See Attachment 6]. First, Martin was pleased to report that the FCC Knowledge Data Base was now available online, and he also pointed out that C63.4-2003 was now referenced in Part 15  FCC 03-201. He then reviewed several recent FCC actions: a new Band Plan for the 800 MHz region, Part 15 Updates, et al. Martin noted that one of the Updates was a hot item – BPL, for which an Order was to be released soon. At that point, Ed Hare noted that it had just that day been released (see item 6.2 above.)

8.0  
Subcommittee reports

8.1  
SC1  Measurement and Instrumentation - Don Heirman reported on his SC1 meeting of Tuesday [See Attachment 7]. He first described the SC1 activity to support the ballot-resolution of standards that had been balloted in C63 – see item 5 above. Next, Don briefly described the status of the other SC1 projects that have not yet progressed to the parent committee C63. No action by C63 was required on any of these projects. However, Don reported that Werner Schaefer, chair of the C63.22 effort, has requested assistance on the next C63.22 project, viz., to add automatic immunity considerations.  

Don then stated that the SC1 Secretary had assembled the PINS and PINS-C for each SC1 project, and that he had noted that some projects that are associated with a C63 publication had been approved only with a PINS-C. These PINS-C will be upgraded to PINS, to be approved at the next SC1 meeting.

8.2 SC2  Definitions - Upgrading of C63.14 - Dave Southworth presented his report for SC2

[See Attachment 8].  He first addressed the PINS for Project C63.14, which was displayed. Dave called attention to the new title that he had proposed for C63.14, based on US military usage, viz. “American National Standard Dictionary for Technologies of Electromagnetic Compatibility (EMC), Electromagnetic Pulse (EMP), and Electrostatic Discharge (ESD)” It was moved and seconded that the PINS as presented be accepted by C63. Then there was considerable discussion on the title; finally, an amended title was proposed “American National Standard Dictionary for Electromagnetic Compatibility (EMC) including Electromagnetic Environmental Effects (E3),” and it was moved and seconded to amend the original motion to reflect the substitution of this new title in the PINS.

Amendment on the Motion passed.

It then was moved and seconded to approve the PINS with this revised title. 

Motion passed.

[For the approved PINS, See Attachment 9].

Before leaving this item, the Lucent Representative proposed adding graphical symbols to the document. The Vice Chair responded, noting that at present this was outside the scope of C63.14, but that this addition might be considered for a future edition.

8.3  
SC3  International Standardization - In the absence of John Lichtig, Don Heirman reported briefly on the meeting of SC3 on Wednesday, which Don had chaired. He described the activities in the international arena (CISPR and IEC TC77) that were of interest to C63. No actions were required of C63.

8.4 SC5  In situ immunity testing – Ed Hare reported on the meeting of SC5 on Wednesday

[See Attachment 10]. He first moved that Bob Hofmann and Steve Berger be added to the membership of SC5.
Motion passed.

Ed then noted that SC5 will continue to work with SC8/WG1 on the revision of C63.18, and stated that it had been agreed that he now would serve as Liaison between SC5 and SC8/WG1 in order to have a single point of contact between these two organizations.

Ed next reported that he planned to review C63.12 for its immunity aspects and then discuss with SC5 what role SC5 should take in maintaining that material. The Vic Chair then pointed out that he expected that ultimately all immunity work in C63 should be moved to SC5, i.e., from C63.12, and from C63.15 as well.

Next, Ed noted that Steve Berger had proposed to SC5 that it investigate interference to teleconference bridges and other office equipment from devices like PDAs, and offered to prepare a PINS-C for the next meeting of SC5.

Finally, Ed emphasized the need for SC5 to have a unique meeting time, separate from any other SC or WG meeting time, at future C63 meeting series
8.5 SC6  Laboratory Accreditation – Dan Hoolihan reported on his meeting on

Wednesday [See Attachment 11]. He first moved that Dave Staggs be added as a member of SC6.

Motion passed

Dan then called attention to his Working Group reports and to a report by Martin Perrine on FCC activities of interest to SC6. There were no other items requiring action by C63

8.6 SC8  Medical Equipment Testing - Dan Hoolihan reported on the meeting of SC8 on 

Wednesday [See Attachment 12]. He first noted that effort on the second edition of C63.18 had slowed down somewhat, owing to other demands on the WG1 Chair, Jeff Silberberg. However, they hoped to have a next draft ready for SC 8 by the April 2005 meeting. Dan next reported that there has been no progress on C63.21, but Howard Bassen planned to write a C63 Technical Report summarizing the measurements which have been made. In his brief review of C63.19, Dan noted that the technology is changing faster than standards can be developed, and as an example cited a wireless phone operating at 5 GHz, which didn’t exist when C63.19 was started. Next, Dan stated that TIA is reportedly working on a standard for hearing-aid compatibility in its TR41 committee, and suggested that TIA should be invited to join the C63 Committee. However, the Secretary suggested to defer that discussion to Item 9.1. Finally, a number of other items of interest are included in the SC8 Report, but none require action by C63.

9.0
Other Business

9.1
Liaison between C63 and TIA - The Secretary reported that after an interchange of 

e-mails among Don Heirman, et al  and Dan Bart, a Vice President of TIA, Bob had received a formal request from Bill Belt of TIA to establish Liaison between C63 and TIA’s Wireless Communications Division and Technical Committee TR-45,”so that their membership could remain informed on the activities within C63.19.” Dan Hoolihan pointed out that the best way to achieve that goal was to have TIA join the C63.19 Working Group. The Secretary called attention to the previous statement by Dan about interest from TR41, and suggested that a better overall approach might be to have TIA become a member of C63, which also would permit them to be a member of the C63.19 WG. In the end, Don assigned:

ACTION ITEM 04-10/15 – The C63 Vice Chair and Secretary shall pursue an appropriate relationship between TIA and C63.
9.2 Future Seminars and Workshops – Don Heirman presented and addressed a Chart 

showing the Proposed short courses and Seminars for 2005. [See Attachment 13].

9.3 Administrative Matters – Three items; the Secretary:


o  As noted above, now has responsibility for the C63 meeting series schedule

o  Strongly requests C63 members to VOTE on C63 e-mail ballots and to keep him informed of e-mail address changes, and

o  Informs the C63 volunteer editors of C63 publications that in the future, they - not an IEEE professional editor - must prepare the pdf version of their document that will be sold by the IEEE Store and hence made available for the ANSI Public Review process.

Mike Windler noted that the change in preparation of the Public Review document could cause problems and that the volunteer editors needed to be watchful as their document proceeded to final publication.

9.4 Review of Action Items not otherwise on the agenda – The Secretary reported that to the 

best of his knowledge there were no other active Items.

9.5 Newsletter – Comments and Proposals – The Secretary reported that Wareren Kesselman 

had sent him the following Report by e-mail

:
“Bob Hofmann has placed all C63 Newsletters on C63's new website.

“Issue 16 dated June 2004 was distributed electronically to the C63 Membership and EMC Society Board of Directors reflector lists.  Distribution also included 7 individuals.

“The second 2004 issue schedule is: Input deadline - November 29, 2004; and,Distribution target date - December 15, 2004

“Subcommittee Chairs, FCC representative, C63 Secretary (Standards/Project Status Report) and other committee Chairs - Please send your activity summaries to me by the input deadline.  Thank you.

“Warren Kesselman, Editor”

C63 members present offered no suggestions for improvements/changes in the Newsletter.

9.6 C63 SC web pages - Initially, several of those present offered suggestions to C63 web-

master Bob Hofmann for changes in the web site, which Bob noted. Any other suggested changes should be sent to Bob as soon as possible.

ACTION ITEM 04-10/16 – Bob Hofmann shall implement as many as possible of the suggestions noted for changes in the C63 web site that are practical.
Then Bob asked for a policy on how much information about C63 individuals should he post.

There was agreement that the SC Chairs should have their e-mail addresses posted but that for WG Chairs the decision was up to the pertinent SC Chair. It also was suggested that the posted addresses be suitably disguised, e.g., don’t use html.

9.7 Editing Committee Report – Mike Windler reported that he had not received a single 

request for assistance from any C63 editor. He offers his help on editing, and stated that any editor who has a draft in progress should contact him. 

9.8 Succession Plan – Dan Hoolihan presented the latest Draft of the Succession Plan 
[See Attachment 14] and pointed out the major changes since the previous C63 review. To initiate discussion, it was moved and seconded that the Plan be adopted. During the ensuing discussion, most questions dealt with the implementation of the Plan, which is not covered in the Plan being reviewed. The question was called, and 

Motion passed

Don Heirman then cited some of the issues on implementation that had been discussed in the Steering Committee, - e.g., when to initiate the Plan, to include all SCs at the same time or stagger the implementation, etc. – and requested comments by e-mail.

ACTION ITEM 04-10/17 – All C63 members should send to Don Heirman by e-mail by 1 January 2005 their comments on the Succession Plan.

9.9
NARTE MoU Request - Stephen Berger stated that the organization NARTE was proposing a cooperative arrangement with C63, which would be formalized by a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) signed by both parties. He assumed that all those present were familiar with NARTE, which provides professional certification in the field of EMC. The cooperation proposed would be in the area of certification, workshops, etc. After brief discussion, it was moved and seconded that the officers of C63 should continue to attempt to consummate the MoU. Steve Berger – who is President of NARTE – recused himself, and

Motion passed

At the conclusion of these formal agenda items, Colin Branch of Hewlett-Packard made a presentation - which had been given at a recent CISPR SC A Working Group meeting - showing numerous (striking) results of a round robin on antenna calibration at frequencies above 1 GHz.

Just prior to the adjournment of the meeting, Ed Bronaugh, on behalf of the C63 members, expressed his thanks to Don Heirman for his efforts in chairing the four meetings this week in addition to that of his normal SC1.
