5.1 Report on C63.16







Considered to be in need of revision.  C63 decided that the document should be retained in some form.  Bill Rhoades to be contacted by SC5 for change input.  On hold until SC5finalized recommendation on the document is established.

Berger
Potential for international harmonization.   Need to establish which international SDO is working on hearing aid compatibility.
5.4 Report on C63.23






Delisi
Contains info not in the counterpart international document CISPR 16-4-2.  Potential for certain points to be submitted into the international arena.   Activity should include review of latest IEC and possibly ISO activity.  Dr. Showers to provide reference to these activities.
5.5 Report on IEEE 139






Heirman

Reviewed e-mail response from Bernd Sisolefsky to Don Heirman.   Response was that some areas may be of interest.   IEEE 139 will be forwarded to WG1 of CISPR/B for review at the Osaka meeting.
5.6 Report on IEEE 187






Heirman

No response back from Don’s e-mail inquiry to CISPR/I at this time.  [Subsequent to the meeting, it was noted that much of IEEE 187 is already included in CISPR 13 and/or CISPR 32 and that there is no need for further analysis at this time.]
6 Identification of additional International Standards relating to ASC C63® membership standards development and those that need SC3 analysis

C63.4 should be compared with several CISPR documents.  Question raised as to how to handle un- and intentional radiator information .   Action Item assigned to Stephen Berger.   Completion of C63.10 may resolve part of the question.  C63.10 may be a future candidate for discussion.

C63.14 should be added to our list for review.   We recommend that the definitions be based on IEV, where possible, with clarifying notes to cover specific US interests and needs.   Action Item assigned to Dave Southworth to report on SC 2’s acceptance or rejection of the recommendation .
7 Other issues and discussions

7.1 Website review
The status was reviewed.  No suggestions for change were offered.

7.2 Alternative test methods

W. Schaefer expressed concern that “reference method” concept restricts progress to adopting new test methods such as reverb measurements above 1 GHz.  It was agreed that the reference method versus alternative methods topic is within the scope of SC3.

7.3 Dr. Showers brought up that a proposal has been made to make CISPR a regular technical committee and possibly further to merge CISPR into TC77.  He expressed his concern that this change would be detrimental to the interests of CISPR goals.
